Marine Corps Scholarship Foundation:
Our mission is to provide financial assistance in the form of scholarships for higher education to
deserving sons and daughters of Marines and children of former Marines, with particular
attention being given to children whose parent was killed or wounded in action. One-year
scholarships (ranging from $1000 to $12,500) are awarded annually and are limited to
undergraduate studies at accredited educational/technical institutions. If your parent participated
in Operation Enduring Freedom or Operation Iragi Freedom, or is currently participating in
either operation, we have additional scholarship funds available only to those children who meet
this condition. In addition, Heroes Tribute Scholarships (of up to $30,000 over four years) are
given to specific categories of students.
